GUIDELINES FOR THE REGISTRATION AND UPDATING OF THE ORCID IDENTIFIER
Dear,

In accordance with the Article Writing Form (http://www.vtg.mod.gov.rs/article-form.html ) and the OASPA recommendations (http://www.vtg.mod.gov.rs/military-technical-courier-has-become-a-member-of-oaspa.html), all authors of the Military Technical Courier need to have a personal ORCID identifier (code).
It is also necessary that all the members of the Editor’s Office, Editorial Board and Military Technical Courier’s referees have a personal ORCID identifier.
ORCID (Open Researcher and Contributor ID) is an alphanumeric code which identifies a particular author.
This service was started in November 2012 with a view to becoming a universal system for the identification of authors of scientific works. The service enables researchers to create and update their profiles including personal data, affiliations, lists of publications, research fields, key words and data on sponsors.
The ORCID identifier is linked with the ResearcherID, Clarivate WoS identifier (http://www.researcherid.com/Home.action) as well as with the Scopus Author ID (https://www.scopus.com/freelookup/form/author.uri). By obtaining one of these three codes, you can exchange data and be automatically linked with all three identifiers.
Researchers are advised to create and regularly update their profiles within any of these services thus helping other authors to quote them and promote their scientific and research work. This recommendation can also be found on the KOBSON site (http://kobson.nb.rs/kobson/vesti_-_arhiva/2015.740.html).

The procedure for obtaining an ORCID identifier:

1. Open the page https://orcid.org/register. If this page cannot be opened via Internet Explorer, use Google Chrome or Mozilla Firefox. Fill in all the fields  (the password must contain at least eight characters out of which at least one is a number), check mandatory fields at the bottom I am not a robot and Terms of Use and finish by clicking on Register:
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2. After that, if all the fields are correctly filled in, an activation link is sent to the email address you used for registration (if the email with the activation link is not visible in your inbox shortly, please check your junk/spam folder). After clicking on the activation link, you will get your page opened where you will find your ORCID iD number, e.g. http://orcid.org/0000-0003-3217-6513.
3. You are kindly requested to fill in ALL data on the registration page (e-mail, education, employment, works) where the system will automatically recognize your published works indexed by CrossRef and other important world aggregators. IT IS HIGLY RECOMMENDED THAT THESE DATA BE UNLOCKED – PUBLIC (marked with ‘everyone’):
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An example of minimal registration can be the ORCID ID of the Editor of the Military Technical Courier - enter into the browser:

Your ORCID identifier can always be accessed by directly entering the number into the browser, but for editing your data, i.e. updating your ORCID identifier, you have to log in first with your e-mail address and password by clicking on the field SIGN IN in the upper right corner:
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If you have forgotten your ORCID ID, you can find it again by entering your name and surname into the field Search:

Data can be changed or added by clicking on the icon with a pencil or the fileld +Add... (after entering the changes, do not forget to confirm them by clicking on the fields [image: image5.png]

which appear afterwards):
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The published works can be added in the Works paragraph:
· by entering the DOI number of the work,

· manually, and

· automatically from ORCID partner organisations, etc.

IMPORTANT AND USEFUL
The process of adding your publications can be speeded up by automatically transferring them to your ORCID profile (in this case, manual entering is not required but it may be necessary to manually choose-check the works you would like to transfer). Namely, you can link your ORCID identifier with the ORCID partner organisations (Airiti, BASE, Crossref Metadata Search, DataCite… Scopus – Elsevier) which index your articles (e.g. Crossref Metadata Search and BASE index all articles published in the Military Technical Courier after DOI numbers have been assigned to them).
This can be done by choosing +Add works – Search & link in the Works paragraph:
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All partner organisations (Airiti, BASE, Crossref Metadata Search, DataCite… Scopus – Elsevier...) will be then shown.

In order to enable the automatic transfer of your articles, it is recommended you choose all these bases by clicking on the name of each base and then on the blue field Authorize. Your works indexed by chosen bases will be then visible and the next step is to choose (check) them and transfer them to your ORCID profile (some bases may ask for registration prior to this action).
It is possible that, in your ORCID profile, automatic transfer will make some works duplicate the works previously or subsequently entered manually or through the DOI number. Such works can be afterwards combined in your ORCID profile by clicking on the field COMBINE which is directly under the paragraph name (Works). The works to be combined should be checked first. Namely, it is not necessary to erase duplicated works because the option COMBINE will add more information about a particular work which will thus have one display but more sources: 
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UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD YOU REGISTER MORE THAN ONCE FOR AN ORCID ID.

If you happen to have created more than one ORCID number, please erase those you don’t use:

Enter your name and surname in the SEARCH field at the top of the page https://orcid.org/register; notice the duplicate of your account; click on the account you want to erase; log in with the e-mail address and the password (with which you have previously opened this account) by clicking on the SIGN IN field in the upper right corner; open the field ACCOUNT SETTINGS in the main menu, and choose the option Close account Close this ORCID record.
